 . construction of a additional  wide room for enlargement of the School cafeteria

 . visits of Elementary School pupils to Library for book borrowing

 . yearly purchase and promotion of new books for the Library 

 . waste management: plans and practices by adopting specific techniques of separating waste and collecting different materials (paper, glass, plastics, metals, etc.) for recycling,  in order to minimize the quantity of waste unrecyclable materials to be unloaded into waste ground-holes.

· f lower-beds surrounding parking lot,  maintained by Municipality.

 . public transport: opportunity of promoting the use of  public buses instead of  private cars 

 . technological innovations: to be evaluated:


. biologically degradable dishes/glasses, to be used in local events


. self service distribution of detergents in supermarkets, to reduce purchase of plastic bottles


. promotion of air-adding devices for water saving
